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FOUR FEDEX DRIVERS EARN HONORS

Challenge.   

The New York State Truck Driving Championship is an opportunity for 

professional truck drivers to demonstrate their driving skills and commitment to safety. 

The event includes a difficult driving skills test, pre-trip inspection and written 

examination covering vehicle operation and knowledge of federal safety regulations.  



In 2008, 70 driving professionals from 36 states representing FedEx Freight, 

FedEx National LTL, FedEx Ground, FedEx Express and FedEx Custom Critical 

qualified to compete at the National Truck Driving Championships by winning their 

respective state's competition and driving accident-free for at least one year. FedEx 

drivers captured National Champion titles in the Tank Truck, 4-Axle and Twins classes 

and the NTDC Rookie of the Year honor.
